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Letter from The Governing Board of Pastors

Fr. Lewandowski—Pastor of Saint Titus

My dear students, teachers, administrators, and parents involved with Holy Rosary School,
Praised be Jesus Christ —now and forever!

First of all — Happy Autumn! Autumn officially began on September 22™.

Secondly, we certainly cannot go into this month of October without giving a final recognition to the 100™ anni-
versary of Our Blessed Mother’s apparition to the three shepherd children in Fatima, Portugal. Her apparitions to
the children started on May 13, 1917 and concluded on October 13, 1917. It is anticipated that on this 100" anni-
versary, there will be over a million people in Fatima on October 13, 2017. On October 13th, a great miracle was
performed known as the “miracle of the sun” which acted as “proof” that Mary was actually appearing to the chil-
dren.

In addition to the “miracle of the sun”, Our Lady also asked that a chapel be built in that place in her honor. She
introduced herself as “Our Lady of the Rosary” and encouraged the children to pray the Rosary every day. Mean-
while, Francisco and Jacinta were bathed in the marvelous colors and signs of the sun, and Lucia was privileged to
gaze upon Our Lady dressed in red as the Divine Redeemer, blessing the world, as Our Lady had foretold. St. Joseph
appeared holding in his left arm the Child Jesus. As St. Joseph and the child Jesus blessed the world, Our Lady stood
next to them dressed in the blue and white robes of Our Lady of the Rosary. Our Lady then became dressed in pur-
ple as Our Lady of Sorrows. Finally, Our Lady appeared dressed in the brown robes of Mount Carmel.

The authorities of the Roman Catholic Church have recognized the apparitions of Mary at Fatima as “worthy of
belief” since at least 1927.

Considering what happened in Fatima in 1917 and the years shortly following, it is hard for me to understand
how anyone could not believe in God and an eternal afterlife. The “miracle of the sun” was witnessed by over
70,000 people up to 5 miles away from the town of Fatima. These people were believers, non-believers and those
who were deliberately trying to “disprove’” the story of the children. The miraculous event was even reported in
the local newspaper. The children were very young. The oldest, Lucia, was 10 years old. The youngest, Jacinta,
was only 6 years old. Their stories about what they saw were consistent, detailed and the same regardless of how
many times they were asked to tell the story and whether they were together or separated. These young children
were regularly accused of lying and were often severely punished by their parents and ridiculed by their friends
and neighbors. In particular, Jacinta was very adamant about what she saw. She spoke openly about the need for
people to repent in the language they used and the way they dressed (especially the young girls). The personal
sacrifices the three children made were very extreme for anyone let alone children of their age. Francisco and his
sister, Jacinta, died very young literally a couple of years after 1917. Both children were not the least bit afraid to
die. In fact, they looked forward to being with “The Lady” and “Jesus” again and forever.

Something definitely happened in Fatima, Portugal in 1917 that was of a supernatural nature. To deny this is to
prove oneself a close-minded, unbelieving, coldhearted person with no time for a Supreme Creator in their life.

For such people, W emust pray very hard for their conversion.

May God’s Holy Spirit continue to guide you and inspire you throughout this new school
year.
